LEARNING MISSIONS.

What do you think the life of a 
missionary ought to look like?

 We stayed 17 days in Peru and we saw 
the frantic life of churches in the big city 
of Lima. Christian groups of all kinds (all 
good) are flooding churches with seminars 
and projects and activities. At the same 
time we were working closely with John 
Gehling of Scope Ministries and Pastor 
Alberto “Tito” Salazar of The World 
Needs Christ introducing pastors and lead-
ers to the Spanish version of Be Trans-
formed. Chapter 8 of this workbook ad-
dresses this problem of living the Christian 
life on the basis of performance. We call it 
the “Performance Treadmill”. 
 Ken Bradford, our Sunday School 
teacher recently reminded us that a Chris-
tian, missionary or not, is to reflect the 
light of Jesus in his/her life, in his/her face. 
The model, the “Light”, is Jesus. Glenda 
and I shared this very message with pas-
tors, leaders, and their wives in Peru, let us 
look to Jesus and His own ministry. He 
was never frantic or in a hurry. The focus 
of His life ˆ and it needs to be ours ˆ was to 
do the will of the Father. The focus of Je-
sus is the Father. 
 I cannot focus on me, my needs, my 
plans, my ideas, my troubles,  nor move in 
life like a tornado,  and hope to be an in-
strument of the Spirit of God, or see any 
“rivers of living water” flowing from me.

I continue to pray for him and for the 
many others to whom I presented the Gos-
pel. And every now and then one will say, 
“I do believe in Jesus”, and it is such a 
delight to do some discipleship conversa-
tion. Peru is wide open to the gospel.
